A variety show spanning the decades of music in the USA. This fun and entertaining
program will range from ragtime to novelty, showtunes to jazz, rock and roll to country,
patriotic to hymn tunes.

Glenn Henriksen is an accomplished, versatile pianist and organist. He began piano
lessons at age seven, and continued through high school. At age thirteen he became the
organist at his hometown church. Glenn attended Luther College in Decorah, lowa and
received further musical instruction. In the years following, he has played for a wide
variety of events, including solo piano and organ concerts, church services, weddings,
funerals, receptions and other social activities. Glenn’s repertoire includes classical,
ragtime, blues and jazz, standards, pop and rock, country, Latin, gospel, and sacred.
Glenn is also a seasoned accompanist, providing services to many vocalists and
instrumentalists, including the 80-member Many Voices Choir. He is a member of the
variety rock band Galaxy.
